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At the time of its incorporation, a town meeting was called to determine upon a name for the new town. A proposition was introduced to call it Moscow.    

There is a tradition that Gen. Caleb Burbank, then one of the wealthiest and most prominent citizens of the town, strongly protested and said the name had to him unpleasant associations. That when he was a boy his father bought a cow of “Old Morse” over in Sutton, and she was called the “Morse cow” and she was an ugly kicking critter and as for calling the town Morse-cow, he couldn’t stand it, and he wouldn’t! And he did not. 

This tradition of this peculiar man is somewhat apocryphal, but it is probably true that he prevented the name of “Moscow” from being adopted, and he deserves the thanks of all succeeding generations.
     The name “Millbury” was suggested as a designation for the town by General Burbank. The word expressed the characteristics of the new town and the people at once recognized it fitness.
